Sheffield Early Years Language Centre (SEYLC) provides a short term intensive speech and language therapy intervention to children ages 3-5, who are being assessed for a possible diagnosis of Developmental Language Disorder. This is provided by Sheffield Speech and Language Therapy and 0-5 SEND Support Service.
The Centre holds training sessions twice yearly for staff from early years settings and schools to attend. These sessions provide opportunities for you to:
· hear about the strategies, approaches and activities used at the language centre to support children with speech and language needs
· see the provision, range of visual support materials and resources, and hear from language centre staff how these are used in their work with the children
· receive examples of visual support materials and further resources for you to take back to your setting
The strategies, provision and resources you will see when you attend can also be appropriate to use with other children who have a wide range of Speech Language and Communication Needs, as well as those for whom English is an additional language.
